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1. ORGANIZING AUTHORITY: The location hosting each event. OA’s will use the results of each 

event to score the Series. Refer to section 6 for scoring. 

2. ELIGIBILITY: This series is open to all WFPHRF members by renewing your certificate and 

competing in an included event. Boats competing in any event listed will be scored for this 

Series. As such, the number of participants may increase over the course of the series and the 

value of letter scores may increase. 

3. DIVISIONS: Six divisions are eligible for competition in this series: Spinnaker A (RLC rating 

below 69), Spinnaker B (RLC rating 69 and up), Multi-hull, Racer Cruiser and Cruiser. 

Additional divisions may be assigned by the Organizing Authority of each event. PRIZES: 

Perpetual trophies are awarded for first place. Awards for each class/division will be based 

on boats qualifying for the series: 1 award for 1-3 qualifiers; two for 4-5; three for 6+.
